Re:	Request for approval of sale of narrow strip of land located between 1319 Pilot Lane and the Crash Boat Basin.

I.	Background

A. [bookmark: _GoBack]Texas Local Government Code 272.001(b)(1) allows the City to sale narrow strips of land that cannot be used independently under its current zoning. This type of sale does not require notice or bidding requirements under the statute. 

B. A resident has approached the City about acquiring such a narrow strip of land totaling around 6,700 square feet abutting his property.

C. The buyer is covering expenses for the sale, and City Council approval of the sale is required before the appraisal can proceed. 

D. The City is not required to accept such any offer to buy or complete a sale.

E. Should City Council grant approval of the sale, the City would insist on keeping any necessary easements on the property. 

II.	Current Situation

Whether to approve the sale of a narrow strip of land to an adjoining property owner.

III.	Issues

1.	A resident has approached the City asking if he may buy a narrow strip of land abutting his property. City Council approval is required before any sale may proceed.
